County Councillor Report- Cleeve Prior

County Council elections taking place on 4 May 

Just a reminder that the County Council elections are on Thursday 4th May.  It is 4 years ago I was elected for the first time to County Hall. I stood for election as I was fed up with the poor condition of the roads around us, and our broadband was virtually non-existent! I am pleased to say that in the last 4 years County Council have listened, and their officers have visited Cleeve Prior many times and carried out improvements. We now have Superfast Broadband, and many of the roads and pavements in the area have been improved but there is still more to be done. If you are happy with what I have achieved over the last 4 years in Cleeve Prior and the surrounding areas, then please support me on the 4th May. 

The new Energy-from-Waste incinerator in Hartlebury is now fully operational – April 2017. This means all the waste in the black wheelie bins that used to go to land fill will now generate electricity instead. It will treat up to 200,000 tonnes of waste, producing 15.5 MW of electricity for export to the grid – enough to power all the homes in Kidderminster. The Energy-from-Waste facility is the largest single piece of capital infrastructure in Worcestershire and Herefordshire and marks the virtual elimination of landfill in the two counties. 

Highways issues :-

1. New pavement along Evesham Rd – when these pavements were re-surfaced recently, they used a new method called “Microsurfacing” however there was a problem with the application and therefore Ringways will re-attend and re-finish the work in April. Now completed.
2. Pavement Access to The Close, Cleeve Prior – This will be a new pavement construction and therefore monies are needed to fund this. I have flagged it for future funding.

3. Cleeve Road Ditch clearance & Culvert on Manor Marlcliff side of The Manor, Cleeve Prior – works due to start before the end of April
4. Footpath behind the Travellers site – Worcestershire County Council is organising a litter by the Community payback team of offenders.

5. Main Street – pot holes and requires patching/re-surfacing. I have flagged this to Highways and requested my Highways Liaison officer visits to inspect. 

6. Pot Hole/Collapsed drain Hoden Lane – to be repaired before the end of April

Divisional Funds. 

1. Cleeve prior Short Mat Bowls Club wanted some help with a new mat. The existing one is 30 years old - grant paid
2. Cleeve Prior Chroniclers wanted a document display stand to hold all the historical information on the village - grant paid
3. Cleeve Prior Wharf – grant requested for life buoy, table and sign – grant paid
