As it is the end of the Council’s financial year at the end of this month, there was a flood of applications for grants from local groups. I was pleased to be able to help them as follows:- 

1. Honeybees WI have put in a request for some new tables – grant paid

2. Cleeve Prior Wharf – grant requested for life buoy, table and sign – grant processed

3. Bretforton Community Shop want some paint to decorate their shop floors - grant processed

4. Honeybourne Village Hall wanted some help to set up a rural cinema – grant of paid for a projector and a screen 

5. Littletons Juniors want some help with a new football kit for the team,  and some footballs  - grant processed 

6. Cleeve prior Short Mat Bowls Club wanted some help with a new mat. The existing one is 30 years old - grant processed

7. Bretfest – Bretforton Music festival 15th – 22nd July wanted some help with the hire of a piano for the event - grant processed

8. Cleeve Prior Chroniclers wanted a document display stand to hold all the historical information on the village - grant processed 

9. Pebworth Rural Cinema wanted some help with a new BluRay player and marketing material - grant processed

10. Offenham Youth Club – awaiting more info – will have to wait now for the WCC new financial year.

Highway issues:-

1. New bus shelter Cleeve Rd - The new shelter being delivered and installed.
2. Fitting a Chicane at the end of the footpath Eastside/ Westside – I have flagged this request to WCC Countryside Services, and it is being considered, and a site visit has been organised.
3. Stones on verges – the PC had asked whether the stones on the verges near Sheep Wash bridge can be removed. I did stop and talk to the resident who mows the verge, and I understood they attended the last Parish Council meeting to agree a way forward with the parish Council.
4.  Lamp Post potentially dangerous position near the road and corner – this post is opposite the entrance to Amery Lodge Farm, Pebworth Road, North Littleton, and reflectorized bollards to warn drivers of the post have now been fitted.
5. North and Middle Littleton - water running over the B4085 by junction with School Lane – I have put in a request for the gully to be cleared. As this road gully regularly blocks up I have also asked for this gully to be put on the list of gullies which are emptied more frequently.
