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Littletons Division, Worcestershire County Council
Highway issues:-

1. Juggernauts using Boat Lane, Ferry lane – residents have complained about the occasional juggernauts that get stuck on these narrow lanes. Highways are looking to see if there is anything that can be done.

2. Laurel Rd closed from 10th April - from its junction with U45204 Main Street to its junction with U45256 Laurels Avenue in order to facilitate sewer works for a new development for up to 12 days.
3. Small triangle of road not tarmac'ed at junction of Laurels Rd and Boat Lane – this was repaired on 15th Feb by Highways.
