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Black Bins - The new  “Waste to Energy” plant in Hartlebury was finished at the end of last year and will start to burn all the rubbish from your black bins that used to go into land fill from April 2017. It will treat up to 200,000 tonnes of waste, producing 15.5 MW of electricity for export to the grid – enough to power all the homes in Kidderminster.
Highways issues :-

1. Pavements in Long Hyde Road are being repaired from 27th April
2. New signage “no overnight parking for commercial vehicles” in South Meadows. The Highways dept have suggested the signs below could be erected one at the entrance to Meadow Rd and one at Withy Trees Rd to stop HGV’s parking overnight on the estate. I have instructed them to proceed after the approval of the Parish Council at the recent PC meeting.

4. 20mph speed signs in South Meadows estate? – not allowed at the moment as not a WCC policy and Police will not enforce but there is a trial on going in Rubery.
